Steps for Creating and Executing in Java


In your first program you typed the FirstProgram code into an IDE (Integrated Development Environment) such a Gel.  Once you were done writing the code, you saved the file as FirstProgram.java.  To change the source code into an executable file a number of steps occurred.  In Gel, you used the build menu to first compile the file.  Once all the errors were fixed, you used the build menu again to run the program.
