Output


Print Statement
To output using the java.lang class a print method is used.  The string is displayed in the console.  For example:  System.out.println(“Java is fun!”);  will display Java is fun! on a line and move the cursor to the next line.

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If you want to display a string on a line then have the cursor remain on the line, the print is used instead.  System.out.print(“Java is fun!”);

Multiple lines can be added within one statement using the \n escape sequence.

System.out.print(“Java\nis\nfun!”);

	Escape Sequence
	Explanation

	\n
	Newline with the cursor positioned at the beginning of the next line.

	\t
	Inserts a tab

	\r
	Move the cursor to the beginning of the same line.  Any characters that are there could be overwritten with the next print statement.

	\\
	Inserts a backslash into the string.  For example.  System.out.print(“21\\7”);  would display 21\7.

	\”
	Displays a double quote.  System.out.print(“\”fun\””);  would display “fun”.

4.  Write a program that asks the user for their student number and grade using input dialog boxes.  Display the number and grade in the console.
